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LINES OF RESPONSIBILITY AND CODES OF BEHAVIOR

In travelling to and living in Antarctica with the British Antarctic Survey staff and visitors are asked to acknowledge the following;

1) LIVING ON RESEARCH STATIONS

On BAS research stations the Base Commander has ultimate responsibility and authority for all activities within their facility and associated areas.  

2) PASSAGE ON BAS VESSELS FOR NON-MARINE STAFF

All non-marine personnel come under the authority of the Master whenever they are on board a BAS vessel and will be entered on the ship’s Articles in a supernumerary capacity for the duration of any voyage.

3) CODES OF CONDUCT ON RESEARCH STATIONS AND SHIPS

BAS and NERC policies on Alcohol and Harassment have been made available to personnel travelling south.  These policies apply on research stations and on board ship.
